AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is entered for the purpose of providing services in the negotiation of a lemon auto claim directly with the manufacturer.  NICK C. THOMPSON, agrees to represent the undersigned CLIENT from this day Wednesday, February 12, 2003. 

If you have a substantial defect and a want a refund for a lemon auto we can directly negotiate claims with Chrysler and GM regardless of what state you are in!  We may dramatically cut down the time you have to wait for a refund for your lemon auto and you don’t have to do the work!   Why work when 1) you don’t have to 2) when someone else will get paid to do the work and 3) you don’t have to pay for it! 
However,  
1. We do not practice law outside Kentucky or the Federal Courts in Southern Indiana.  We are only licensed to practice law within Kentucky and Southern Indiana. In Southern Indiana we normally limit ourselves to Bankruptcy matters. 
2. We do not travel to other states to practice law or make appearances in any state we are not licensed in.

3. We only negotiate directly with the manufacturer for you we do not provide any advise about the law in your state if you are from a state outside Kentucky or Indiana.

4. You may need or want to consider the advise of a local attorney in your state.  If we contract with you to represent you we will require you to sign that you understand that we only are negotiating for you and that we do not act as attorneys outside our home state of Kentucky and that if you decide to litigate then you will retain local counsel. 

5. We normally obtain either 1) a vehicle buy back 2) a vehicle upgrade by this we mean a 2002 car for another 2002 or 2003 or 3)a cash settlement.   However if your car is leased or used when you bought it you cannot expect a new Lincoln in settlement for a used Pinto that you bought.   We mean a new 2002 or 2003 Chevy Blazer for another almost new 2002 Chevy Blazer.  A lemon auto claim requires a substantial defect and that you have been out of service for 30 days or that you have returned it for 4 or more times for a substantial defect.  We will not accept to represent you for a defect that is not substantial.  Examples of Substantial defects are: Engine or Transmission wont run,  brakes wont work, air conditioner wont work (especially in southern states),  paint peeled off,  frame bent or twisted.  Anything that significantly effects the drive train,  value or safe operation normally qualifies other items including water leaks may qualify.  Call us to discuss it.  Examples of non substantial defects are minor paint defects that can be easily cured, radio wont operate, cigarette lighter wont work these do not significantly impact the operation of the car.             

If you are outside Kentucky all fees shall be paid by the manufacturer because we don’t file a lawsuit if you are outside Kentucky or represent you as an attorney we only attempt to negotiate a settlement similar to other mediation programs.  At this time we only accept cases with GM and Chyrsler outside Kentucky who have set up a process to directly mediate claims through out office.  

GM and Chrysler atttempt to settle cases within 30-60 days but they may take as long as 90 days to investigate.  Cases with Ford and all other manufacturers require litigation and  you may click on the link at our main page to locate a local attorney or go to Lemon Law America.  Trials in Kentucky are normally held within 2 years whereas negotiating a settlement only takes about 60 days.  

It is agreed that Nick C. Thompson may decline to provide representation upon completion of investigation of CLIENT'S legal status or upon any event that jeopardizes the client relationship as created by these offered services.
